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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
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1. Make Sure the bracket is assembled as shown
inthe diagrams above

2. Insert the threaded end of the swivel mount
bracket through the hole at the end of the
mounting twbe. Tighten the nut with pliers
or a wrench.

3. Loosen the screw on the locking Collar and
slide the inside (telesctoping) bracket postin or
out to the desired position. Make sure the
screw aligns with the hole in the outside bracket
past and tighten to hold the past in place.
(Mote: Shorter bracket positions are possible by
cutting the inside brackel post with a hacksaw)
